WILCO WINS

BAND TAKES TWO GRAMMYS FOR LATEST NONESUCH RECORDS RELEASE A GHOST IS BORN
Last night at the 47th annual Grammy Awards the Chicago rock band Wilco, who have spent the majority of their twelve-year career on the outskirts of the mainstream music industry, were the recipients of two Grammy Awards, the industry’s gold standard in excellence. Their wins came in both categories for which they were nominated: Best Alternative Music Album and Best Recording Package (with art directors Dan Nadel and Peter Buchanan-Smith) for their current Nonesuch Records release, A ghost is born.

“We were shocked that we were nominated and even more shocked to have won,” said Wilco founder and front man, Jeff Tweedy, “especially considering the people we were up against. We’re really happy. Hell, we feel like Norah Jones. We swept the Grammys!”

“Everyone at Nonesuch is thrilled for Wilco.  A ghost is born is an incredible album, and it’s always great to see a genuinely deserving record earn a Grammy,” said label President Bob Hurwitz. “And we loved the cover the moment we saw it. It’s wonderful that Dan Nadel and Peter Buchanan-Smith were honored for their beautiful work. Heartfelt congratulations to all!” 

Wilco, who are currently in the midst of a U.S. tour, did not attend the ceremony in Los Angeles. “We would also like to thank God that we’re on the road tonight in Birmingham, Alabama,” commented Tweedy when he got the news.  They continue their tour this week, with upcoming shows in Florida, Georgia, North Carolina and more. A European tour follows in March, and then back to the States for more concert dates, including New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival and Coachella Valley Music Festival in April ‘05. These are the first two Grammy awards for Wilco. Their only previous nomination came in 1999, in the category of Best Contemporary Folk Album for their collaboration with Woody Guthrie and Billy Bragg on Mermaid Avenue.

Wilco are Jeff Tweedy (guitars), John Stirratt (bass), Glenn Kotche (drums), Mike Jorgensen (keyboards), Nels Cline (guitars), Pat Sansone (keyboards, guitars).
