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SAM AMIDON’S LILY-O OUT NOW ON NONESUCH RECORDS

NEW TOUR DATES ANNOUNCED 

NPR TINY DESK CONCERT PREMIERES DECEMBER 1

Lily-O, a new album of reimagined folk songs by Vermont-born singer/fiddler/banjoist/guitarist Sam Amidon is out now on Nonesuch Records. The album was produced by Valgeir Sigurðsson (Björk, Bonnie “Prince” Billy, Feist) and features the innovative jazz guitarist and composer Bill Frisell, along with Amidon’s other frequent collaborators, bassist Shahzad Ismaily and drummer Chris Vatalaro. Lily-O is the third album Amidon has made in Iceland at Sigurðsson’s Greenhouse Studios.

“I decided to put us all in a room together in Reykjavik for a few days,” Amidon said. “I knew if I got Bill together with those guys they would get into a deep situation. I imagined that we would do something weird and fiddle-based, but when we got in there it just felt great to sing the songs I had gathered.”

Lily-O — which Paste calls “one of the few radical moves left in modern folk music” — features 10 songs that are mostly traditional folk songs gathered from disparate sources and refashioned in Amidon’s signature way.

Amidon embarks on a European tour this week followed by a string of December dates in North America, including an opening spot on night two of Wilco’s sold-out residency at Chicago’s Riviera Theatre on Dec. 6. Amidon makes a second Chicago appearance on Dec. 7 at The Hideout, followed by performances at The Ark in Ann Arbor (Dec. 8) and The Drake Hotel in Toronto (Dec. 9). Amidon will also support Sharon Van Etten on select UK dates in 2015. (Full tour schedule follows).

Amidon and Frisell also recently visited NPR in Washington DC to record a performance for the Tiny Desk Concerts series. The session premieres at NPR.org on Monday, December 1. 

Lily-O follows four albums by Amidon including his 2013 Nonesuch debut, Bright Sunny South. 2010’s I See The Sign and 2008’s All Is Well were made for the Icelandic label Bedroom Community and featured orchestral arrangements by composer Nico Muhly. Along the way, Amidon has performed worldwide in myriad contexts, collaborating with musicians such as Muhly, Thomas Bartlett/Doveman, Beth Orton and Glen Hansard. He has appeared as a guest artist on recent albums by Tune-Yards, Aoife O’Donovan and the Blind Boys of Alabama.
