Wednesday July 31 - Queen of country-soul Yola today premiered her latest video for her song “Shady Grove” via Refinery 29. The song featured on her critically acclaimed debut record, Walk Through Fire (produced by Dan Auerbach.) The unique video directed by Jessie Craig features a split screen narrative and included footage from Yola’s appearance at this year's Glastonbury Festival. 

Refinery 29 stated, “Shady Grove” explores something equally untouched by most of music: the beauty and fashion routine of a Black woman... we see Yola preparing to go on stage where she’ll perform at the festival. She applies her makeup, puts on the yellow-green dress she’ll wear to perform, and, perhaps most evocatively, completely transforms her hair from pigtails into the big, teased out natural look she’ll wear on stage. The moments the camera catches her psyching herself up before she steps out feels like an intimate look into what it takes to keep Yola going.”

Yola reflected on the video stating, “I love this video, Jessie did such a wonderful job putting it together, I love the dual narrative which replays the start and end of my day in unison. I wanted an honest and unique visual for the song, which is about a time when I was searching for an oasis away from the draining and toxic people I had in my life at that time”

Yola recently performed to huge crowd at her set during Newport Folk Festival and according to Rolling Stone Magazine became “the Voice of 2019 Newport.” Yola gave a show stopping performance with supergroup The Highwomen, sharing the stage with Brandi Carlile, Natalie Hemby, Maren Morris and Amanda Shires as well as Sheryl Crow. Yola also joined Newport’s ♀♀♀♀: The Collaboration, performing on “Strong Enough” with Maggie Rogers and Sheryl Crow and “9 To 5” alongside an all female cast of incredible performers, led by Dolly Parton herself. Following UK performances opening for The Killers and playing Glastonbury Festival, Yola will be on the road for the rest of 2019 with an extensive tour of the US including a seven-show run with Kacey Musgraves. Starting at the Starlight Theatre in Kansas City, Missouri, on September 4, Yola will also join Kacey on her sold-out shows in St. Louis, Cleveland, Vienna (Virginia), and Toronto, culminating in two nights at The Fillmore in New Orleans, September 27 and 28. Yola will also open for Kacey at The Bridgestone Arena on October 25 in Nashville. 

Yola will also perform at Farm Aid, Music Midtown, The Hollywood Bowl with Lord Huron and Shakey Graves, The Lincoln Centre Out of Doors alongside Patty Griffin and Live On The Green in Nashville. Yola has opened for Sheryl Crow, I’m With Her and Lake Street Dive and will perform with Old Crow Medicine Show as well as at Brandi Carlile's Girls Just Wanna Weekend in 2020. ABOUT YOLA 

Hailing from a small town outside Bristol in the UK, Yola grew up in poverty with an unsupportive parent who “banned” her from making any music. She later experienced homelessness, living on the streets of London, and also struggled with stress-induced voice loss. Yola overcame these challenges to launch a successful sideline in writing and performing on pop hits; she briefly joined British band Massive Attack and has gained fans like the late great James Brown--who once told Yola, “Soul’s a thing, and you got it!” after she and her band Phantom Limb opened for him.

Written and recorded at Auerbach’s Nashville studio, Easy Eye Sound, Yola’s debut record, Walk Through Fire is a contemporary twist on a traditional sonic tapestry of orchestral strings, fiddle, steel, and shimmering tremolo guitars. A truly collaborative record, it was written in the studio by Yola and Auerbach with contributions from songwriting legends who between them have written songs for artists from Glen Campbell to Aretha Franklin. Auerbach also assembled his Easy Eye Sound all-star house band, composed of legendary session players. Musicians who performed on the record include bassist Dave Roe (Johnny Cash) as well as drummer Gene Chrisman and pianist Bobby Wood, who played on hits by Dusty Springfield and Elvis Presley. Guest performers include up-and-comer Molly Tuttle and country music icon Vince Gill. 

Dan Auerbach said, “The moment I met Yola I was impressed. Her spirit fills the room, just like her voice...she has the ability to sing in a full roar or barely a whisper and that is a true gift. She made everyone in the studio an instant believer.” 

Yola’s debut album Walk Through Fire is the latest release on Dan Auerbach’s record label, Easy Eye Sound, distributed by his longtime label Nonesuch Records.
