The Staves’ New Album Good Woman Out Today on Nonesuch

English trio the Staves—sisters Emily, Jessica, and Camilla Staveley-Taylor—release their first new album in six years, Good Woman, today, February 5, 2021, on Nonesuch Records in the US. The band celebrates its release with a special worldwide streaming concert from the London venue Lafayette at 8pm ET/PT tonight. Good Woman was produced by John Congleton (Phoebe Bridgers, St. Vincent, Angel Olsen). Previously released tracks from Good Woman include “Devotion,” “Satisfied,” “Trying,“ and “Good Woman.”  A complete track list is below. 

The Staves Present Good Woman tickets are available via Dice. The set list for tonight’s show comprises songs from throughout the Staves’ musical career, from the debut album Dead & Born & Grown through Good Woman, with mix of intimate, stripped-back performances and songs with a full band. 
 
Good Woman was written and recorded in a time of tremendous turmoil and change for the band, between the ending of relationships, the death of their beloved mother, and the birth of Emily’s first child. The album is a testament to the Staveley-Taylors’ strength and that of other women; to sisters, mothers, and daughters; to love, loss, and change; and to trying to be a good woman.  

The band explains: “We have been working on this for a long time and are thrilled to share the title track. When we think about making this album we think about moments and snapshots of all the different contexts we were in as it was made. Living in each other’s pockets and then living with oceans between us. Of voice notes and field recordings and ideas in emails sent across continents. We think of homesickness and family. Of being an outsider. Of endless notebooks and scraps of paper. Of studios in the winter and recordings under the summer sun. Of rainy London days and long American nights with coffees and beers, dogs, and cats. We think of love. Big, big love. Our Mum. Our Dad. Our friends. And of loss. Death and birth. Womanhood, motherhood. Sisterhood. 

“And coming home.”

They add, regarding their streaming concert:

“Given the current lockdown restrictions, we sadly had to cancel our Christmas show at short notice and reschedule the London shows in Hackney and Clapham to later this year, so we wanted to find a way to play live for everyone. We are beyond thrilled to be performing again and to bring something new to our fans.

“We can’t wait to perform songs from our new album Good Woman alongside tracks from our previous records, with our amazing band, from one of our favourite venues in London—Lafayette.”
